Wellbeing Activities : The Gardening Group was originally offered 10 weeks funding but is still going – Fran from Octopus has a remit to work across Islington – they have worked with Greenspace and continued to work along Urban Wildplaces there has been lots of research done about peoples wellbeing in outdoor spaces – Octopus applied for Lottery Funding and was able to start working across the whole of Islington

Partingdon Close on the Elthorne Estate is struggling to be maintain maybe this is something they could help the PPG with  they have the funding forn the Lottery in place until the end of September Octopus also have a Horticultural Therapist which the PPG could maybe share the costs of as well

Query whether Public Liability Insurance would need to be put in place in the absence of an Octopus member being there  - Octopus have opened a community Plant Nursery in Tufnel Park they also have an allowance for a corporate group to do all the heavy digging and toilets are available to use form the St Johns Comm Centre 

PPG have been granted another 5,000 from the Cripplegate and Caxton House are running the Art group and PJB has spoken to Jane who runs to Art Class to say that 2 teachers are not really necessary
