	Agenda Item 3: Reports from the Committtee
1. REPORT FROM THE COMMITTEE JOINT CHAIRS – RS & JP reported that the past year has seen some real progress and achievements for the PPG. 
· Constitution - the initial idea of formally constituting the group was taken forward; a constitution agreed by the PPG and a Committee of officers set up.  
· Fundraising - the idea of raising funds took off following the first AGM - the Committee worked to submit an application and was successful in raising £5,000.
· Two groups... – so far, two groups have been set up – the “Singing for Health” group, which ran for 10 weeks in Jan-Mar 2018. It was very popular and most attendees were keen for it to be repeated.  Following that, the Grow your Health Gardening group was set up and is now established at the Girdlestone Community Garden (more on this below from CSB).  
· ...Third group to come – the third group of Year 1 will be an Art Group – it was reported that a teacher is currently being sought; PJB reported that she had spoken to one teacher - who is interested; RS will contact her art teacher for possible contacts and feed back to the group.
· Another year’s funding? - if the PPG wants, the committee will be happy to submit another bid (in September 2018) for another year’s funding; the question is should the application seek funds on the same basis as last year (ie Singing/Gardening/Art groups) or change focus.  This question to be put to the meeting during the Open Forum.  
The two chairs, RS & JP, were thanked for carrying out their roles over the past year.  Congratulations were extended to all Committee Members who were successful in achieving the goals set out in the first year.
2. REPORT FROM THE COMMITTEE SECRETARY – CSB reported that all had gone well from her perspective as Committee Secretary; she is keen to continue on the Committee and would like the PPG to continue finding ways of to raise funds.                                                                                                   
· CSB joined the Gardening Group when it started in mid April; she is keen to see more people join up – there is currently a small core group – Jan P, Jan M, CSB plus her children and CH (not present today – CH provided informal advice & expertise in initial stages in order to promote an atmosphere of information sharing and general collaboration); together they have done lots of clearing and veggies have been produced and eaten…  it’s a friendly, welcoming group and it’s sustainable as nobody formally leads it in return for remuneration.  
· CSB was thanked for carrying out the role of Committee Secretary over the past year.

3. REPORT FROM THE TREASURER
· MS presented a summary of the accounts.  To date the only expenditure has been the singing teacher’s fee and room hire.  The gardening group has not had any expenditure associated with it.  
· Confirmed that there will be enough funding to cover the autumn art class and a second round of singing classes.
· Banking – MS expressed concern about the recent problems that TSB has had with its IT administration (published in the national news.  MS said she has had direct experience of TSB confusion, having received a letter addressed to someone else at another organisation to her home address.  She raised the issue for debate and asked whether the group would like her to change accounts to a more reliable bank.  During discussion it was noted that TSB has apologised to customers and worked to sort out the errors; it was thought that switching bank accounts might be difficult (anecdotal examples of problems switching treasurers’ bank accounts were described).  Agreed not to change at this point, but MS will keep an eye on things and report back if any more problems occur.
· MS was thanked for carrying out the role of Committee Treasurer over the past year.

	Agenda Item 5: Open Forum-

· Future fundraising – PJB reported that she had spoken to Cripplegate colleagues at a recent Islington event showcasing lots of interesting community projects funded through Islington Community Chest (ie Cripplegate Foundation); she confirmed that, having been approved for funding, we can apply again each year.  CSB confirmed the deadline for next bids will be noon on 24th September2018.  It was agreed to draw up a bid for September and a Committee meeting date was set to take this forward – 5pm on Tues 17th July.
· Repeat Singing for Health group – PJB reported that the majority of singers had voted for the group to continue.  As there will be adequate funds (because gardening group doesn’t have recurring costs of a teacher), it was agreed to approach Guillermo Rozenthuler (GR), the teacher, and ask for autumn dates. 
· Promoting the Gardening Group – to encourage more people, it was suggested that, if new members are a bit shy to come, they can contact the surgery and someone from the group will arrange to meet and introduce them to the group.  Also agreed that access will be extended for any enthusiastic gardeners who are not able to make a morning session – CSB happy to meet people and show them round; JM will make the key available to responsible group members.  PJB will promote the group by reminding clinicians and circulating a poster and a signup form (to be put in touch with someone for intros etc)
· Setting up the Art Group – noted that first priority is to find a teacher – RS will approach her teacher; PJB has been in touch with someone who’s interested and will make contact again; anyone else with any ideas to let PJB know.  Agreed to plan for 3 hour sessions and an autumn start.
· Promoting the PPG activity groups – agreed posters and publicity to be put up around the surgery and reminders to clinicians.  Noted that Carole Stagg, Health Coach, no longer works for the surgery but is employed by Islington Age UK and now offers services in four practices – SJW included.  PJB to give SC all publicity material.
· Keep our NHS Public (KoNP) campaign – TB presented KoNP’s plans for the NHS 70th birthday celebrations. This will include a March on Saturday 30th June from Great Portland St to Parliament.  Agreed to distribute posters at the surgery.  Also, on 5th July, there will be a ‘Cake Run’ – for anyone interested helping to get bakeries involved in donating cakes, there’s a template ‘letter for bakers’; anyone who wants to bake a cake for the event is welcome; please contact Islington KoNP at https://islingtonkeepournhspublic.org/contact/ .  TB was thanked for bringing the info.
